/2. Police Concerns.


/a. Received and circulated questionnaire re the re-structuring of the police forces in England. Nottinghamshire Police Force are asking for the public’s views regarding reducing the number of police forces in the East Midlands and which areas of police work they feel are of a key importance.  


/b. PC Lowe has contacted Cllr. T.W. Holt regarding the incident reported on 05.11.05 and apologises for the delay in investigating the incident, which was caused by problems occurring in the crime recording system. PC Lowe has submitted a complaint to the relevant policy makers.





/3. Community Speed Watch - Kingston on Soar, Normanton on Soar and Gotham Parish Councils have all agreed to form a partnership with Sutton Bonington and purchase a Speed Monitor. 4 new volunteers have come forward from Sutton Bonington - information re the scheme is to be forwarded. We are still waiting for names of volunteers from the other 3 parishes, once they have been submitted contact will be made with Inspector Milton and the council will be able to take the proposed scheme to the next stage.

Concern were also raised re the need for community spirit to ensure that such events as the village bonfire continues. It was suggested that an application be submitted for police special constables to attend.

            /1 Highway Matters:


/a. NCC Report:


Quiet Lanes - work orders re surface dressing, street furniture painting and bench   modifications are to be chased up.


Work to clean out  the ditch behind Hobgoblins down toward the River Soar are to commence in December.


Station Road - A meeting was held, with the design consultants appointed by NCC, to discuss safety issues with regard to Station Road.  Response received re our letter sent to the Chief Executive stating: the wooden walkway was originally removed due to no longer being required and also that it had been subjected to several bouts of anti-social behaviour which had resulted in the footway being left in a dangerous condition. Whilst acknowledging that it would be desirable to make improvements to the footway on the opposite side of the road work can only take place in funding is available. Once the design statement is available and next years budget has been established Paul Hillier will be in a position to determine the next years programme of works and it is possible that the footway may be included, although no assurance at this time can be given. A safety examination has been carried out and they cannot accept that the existing footway is unsafe although a few minor potholes have been marked for repair.


A6/A6006 junction - the Accident and Prevention team has been working on developing a range of proposals for the junction and LCC are liasing with the Integrated Transport Schemes team to look closely at the practicality and effectiveness of the proposed schemes. Any final recommendations for measures at this site, which will also address the inappropriate traffic flows, will be prioritised against schemes for other sites on county roads due to limited funds.


Gritting - concern was raised re the lack of gritting along Park Lane, Main Street and Marle Pit Hill. NCC response - a minimum of 8 bus services in one hour forms the criteria for gritting and unfortunately Sutton Bonington does not meet that criteria.
