Presentation re Taxi Voucher Scheme.





 Initially a need has to be established via a Transport Needs Survey - a template can be provided and then adapted to suit the individual village. The results are anayalised and solutions identified, if enough people show a need then different schemes, according to need can be explored. Often village share schemes are found to be the most efficient way forward or even a joint County initiative. The scheme can be aimed at all sections of the community according to criteria set by the Parish Council/Steering Group. The cost of a Transport Needs Survey is estimated to cost under £1000, with the questionnaire being two sided and taking the form of a tick box questionnaire with a comments section, often the survey is done in conjunction with a Parish Plan.





It may be established that the need identified would be best suited to a Taxi Voucher Scheme in which case the scheme would be run by a Steering Group/Parish Council who would make such decisions as to the eligibility with the Parish Clerk administering the proposed scheme. Appropriate Taxi companies would be identified, usually with consultation with the Licensing Officer, and if agreed would take a voucher in part payment of the journey, these would be handed back to the Clerk for payment via the fund established. Car badges can also be printed to be displayed in participating taxi cabs.

06.10  Airport Noise & Development 


/a. AARPC- meeting held 08.12.05 at Sutton Bonington was considered to be a good meeting with Neil Robinson NEMA attending. Concerns were raised again re noise and training flight issues. The Draft Master Plan is to be exhibited throughout the region - it was felt that as many exhibitions as possible should take place. The expansion of the airport was discussed and if the NEMA were correct, then everyone within a 15 mile radius will be working for the airport.


/b. Reported response re training flight flying below 2000ft on 18.12.05 - NEMA acknowledge that the aircarft concerned an Airbus A340 did fly at around 1000ft on the 2 occasions that it flew over Sutton Bonington.
