Presentation on Household Waste Recycling Initiative.


 This is a government funded scheme to encourage good waste management and recycling and is divided into two catagories 1) Household 2) Community and aims to encourage more recycling in the blue bins and less in the grey bins. The bins will be checked randomly throughout the scheme to assess how much improvement has been made against the base line which has been set for each individual village taking part. Residents will be chosen to take part in a prize draw, subject to correct recycling, and prizes of £30 will be awarded. The Community prize will be either £1000, £3000 or £5000 dependent how much the community as a whole has improved at the end of the scheme. This is where the Parish Council will be involved by encouraging residents to reduce their amount of waste and increase their recycling - a letter will be sent out to all residents. There is to be a doorstep campaign on the 21.03.06 in the Rushcliffe Area to explain the scheme and to ask residents to take part in a survey. Leaflets have been delivered to all properties apart from Landcroft Lane and Melton Lane - these are to be delivered. In April/May a roadshow will take place by the Jubilee Tree giving further information. A form is to be sent asking for details of proposed Environment Schemes, that will go to DEFRA for approval, should we be successful.

06.29  Matters Arising.

Aircraft complaint - NEMA would like to reiterate that training aircraft are guided by air traffic controllers who seek to vary the size and direction of circuits as much as they are able given the presence of other air traffic. Controlling the environmental impacts that arise from the projected growth in the airport operations is an important part of the draft master plan, there are currently no plans to impose further constraints on the operation of training aircraft. NEMA suggest that any comments re our concerns be submitted via the consultation process which will ensure that they are taken into consideration when drawing up the final master plan.

Policing Matters       


PC Nick Lowe present and reported the following:


In the previous 4 months 27 crimes were reported in Sutton Bonington - 13 in the village, 10 on the industrial estate and 4 car crimes, no properties have been broken into during this period. The crime rate is considered to be relatively low, arrests have been successful.


Police presence in Landcroft Lane - was discussed.


PC Lowe and the primary school have together produced a letter which has been sent to all parents with children at the school re parking concerns, persistent offenders parking on the double yellow lines/zigzags, may be issued fixed penalty tickets. It was agreed that if 2/3 photos, taken at different times, of the same offender are forwarded to the police then action will be taken. Photos to be sent to the Clerk who will then forward them to PC Nick Lowe.


Proposed leaflets were circulated and agreed.


30 PCSOs are currently being employed with the possibility of 10 being based at East Leake, each PCSO will be tasked with a village. Final decision expected by the end of April.

/3. Community Speed Watch - details of the proposed scheme received from Insp. Meylan, who will be our contact, setting out the following:


Insurance cover to be confirmed by each Parish Council.


Each Parish Council to identify two proposed sites - police will then carry out a risk assessment on each site.


Each site to have a minimum of 2 warning signs at a cost of approx £15 each.


Jackets can be supplied by the police with Community Speed Watch on and which conform to the British Standard - cost £28 each.


Police will take responsibility for training and administration of letters sent to offenders.


Three cameras were suggested ranging from £1350 - £2800 plus carriage.

            /1 Highway Matters:


/a. NCC Report:


 All electrical work on the A6006 Stanford on Soar/East Leake junction has been completed.


Concern was raised re the A6006 speed reduction in Zouch - it was felt that the speed reduction should have been extended to past the Sutton Bonington/Normanton on Soar junction.


Reported email from Mr Jackson re potholes in Soar Lane.


Request for drainage grips in Landcroft Lane was made to NCC - their policy generally is to only redo existing drainage grips. Parish Council to take photos of water retention problem and submit a further request with evidence.


Station Road repairs - an improvement scheme has been costed at approx £60,000, NCC are currently looking into whether there is sufficient funding in the Improvements Budget to ensure that this work is carried out during the next financial year.


Dropped curbs outside 23 Park Lane - although NCC appreciate our concern they do not consider it a matter of priority and consider that the installation would not stop parents parking on the pavement. The proposal was initially put forward for funding but was unsuccessful.

      Parish Council to write requesting further consideration to be given on safety grounds due to  drivers are driving along the pavement, when cars are parked on the opposite side of the road, as the lack of curbs gives the impression that the road is actually wider than it is.
