Sutton Bonington Housing Needs Survey Presentation.

Response to the Housing Needs Survey was deemed to be extremely good with a response rate of 32%. Two areas were identified as a need 1) Affordable housing for the young to enable them to stay within the community 2) housing for the elderly to enable them to downsize, provide affordable bungalows, to provide accommodation suitable for the disabled and again to enable residents to remain in the village. House prices were found to be high in the area, which led to a lack of affordable housing. 79% of respondents would like to see affordable housing within the village to ensure that the young people of Sutton Bonington could stay in the community. Rushcliffe Borough Council have a commuted sum of money for the provision of low cost housing. The next step was to identify a suitable site for development of approximately 13 affordable homes. Properties built would be kept in perpetuity for the parish. There would be a strict criteria for those wishing to secure affordable homes.

06.42  Matters Arising.

Concerns raised are to be investigated re unapproved access on Landcroft Lane.

Bottle banks are to be removed on April 19th 2006 – the textile and shoe banks are to remain. Potential alternative sites, Landcroft Lane and the Tennis/Bowling Club, are to be investigated.

Network Rail are to provide the Parish Council with further information regarding work carried out in January on the bridge at the top of St. Anne’s Lane.

Planters – prior to permission being granted, maps showing the exact location of the planters are to be submitted. Plants growing in excess of 12” should not be used, due to possible obstruction of the village entry sign.

Reported – proposed licensing of the Playing Field site, it was agreed that the license should be for 10 occasions per annum with the time being from 10am until 12midnight. All future contracts to include the relevant Crime and Disorder clause. Application to be submitted on April 19th in conjunction with notice being erected on the playing field gate and an article in the Village News.

/c. Planning/highway concerns Landcroft Lane:

10 Landcroft Lane – approval has been granted by RBC re condition 4 of the original planning approval.

Pasture Lane garages – discussions have taken place regarding a flood bank running through the Pasture Lane garage site, Environment Agency state that although there is a flood bank running through the site to protect properties from flooding according to the new computer generated flood risk area, the only section to flood is the bottom corner of the site. The Environment Agency have been unable, taking this information into account, to make any decisions whether to allow development on this site. Problems re parking on Pasture Lane would need to be addressed prior to any proposed development taking place.

06.45  Correspondence and Reports.

            /1 Highway Matters:

/a. NCC Report:

Issue regarding dropped kerb on Park Lane is to be reconsidered and put forward for funding in the 2006/7 budget. 

Damage to verge on Landcroft Lane reported to the police and NCC. Damaged manhole cover has been replaced.

Concern was raised re the A6006 speed reduction stopping prior to the Sutton Bonington/Normanton on Soar crossroads.

/b. Station Road – a scheme has been designed for the provision of a footway, which is subject under a Stage 2 Safety Audit to possible change, has been included in the Local Transport Plan 5 year programme. Work is scheduled for 2007/8 and is also included on the reserve list for 2006/7.



/2 Transport Matters (Rail & Bus)

/a. LANRAC -  Loughborough Station is to reinstall ticket barriers in the hope of combating ticket fraud. The station is also to be included in the three year rolling programme for ‘Access to All’. 

/b. M1 widening between junctions 21-30 – public exhibitions are currently taking place with work commencing in the summer of 2007. 

/c. A453 dualling work from Clifton to Junction 24 of the M1 is to start in 2008/9 with work being completed in 2011.



/3 NCC Items.

/a. A NCC ‘Public Rights of Way Improvement Plan Community Consultation’ event is to take place on May 11th in Sutton Bonington Village Hall. Leaflets to be posted on the village notice boards. Event is to be advertised in the Village News.

/b. Quiet Lanes – NCC are unable to add an extra backrest to the new seats on the two Quiet Lanes and any improvements would mean the replacing of the existing seats. Due to new regulations on lifting this would necessitate a crane being used to remove/replace the seats. It was felt by NCC that the expense could not be justified.  Request to be made for the Passing Bay signs to be turned to face oncoming traffic.
