‘There will be a maximum of 10 days per year when regulated entertainment will take place’.


‘When regulated entertainment takes place, noise from the regulated entertainment shall not be audible at the boundary of any residential premises.


‘When regulated entertainment takes place, noise from the regulated entertainment shall be controlled by Committee Members of Sutton Bonington Parish Council’.
