            /1 Highway Matters:


/a. NCC Report:


Discussions have taken place with Jeremy Shaw NCC re the lack of verge mowing, especially visibility splays, throughout the village and that Sutton Bonington is last on the rota system for County Council mowing. It was agreed that any future urgent requests will be carried out within 24hours. 


Request for visibility splay to be cut at the junction of Park Lane and A6006 to be submitted.


Fisherman’s carpark Zouch now mowed.


Request for repainting of the double yellow lines on Pasture Lane has been submitted and work is to be carried out shortly.


Request for flashing interactive speed limit sign – to inform NCC of suitable location for a survey to confirm that the proposed site meets the current legislation of a flow of 400 vehicles during the peak hour in the direction being considered traveling at speeds around 20% above the speed limit.


Resolved.


To suggest outside 18 Main Street, Zouch and if possible also at the opposite end of Zouch just into the 40mph speed limit.


Access to the Poachers Arms development site – NCC consider that the proposed application of four stables and five dwellings will be much less traffic intensive than the previous public house use.


Action.


To remind NCC due to accidents one access to the public house had been closed and that vehicular movements to the proposed new development will be at different times of the day as opposed to vehicles entering/exiting a public house.


Concerns had been raised re Snowie Ltd vehicles parking on Park Lane and also accessing a delivery site on Pasture Lane via the bridge crossing two dykes. Snowie Ltd had been contacted and due to restricted access on Pasture Lane had to wait on Park Lane. NCC have been out and photographed the bridge thus enabling the appropriate action to be taken should the bridge be damaged. The Environment Agency have also been informed to ensure that no nitrogenous waste seeps into the river – investigations are currently ongoing.
