Presentation from David Wilson Homes


Serious consideration has been given to an alternative development design for the Rectory site taking into account the lack of confidence on implementing the original scheme in the current housing market. Initially a Character Assessment was carried out in Sutton Bonington noting the type of existing property including design and detailing which would enable a proposal to be built around the existing character of the village. It is proposed to build 34 units, which is to include the original development plans for the Rectory. The site is designed around the steep slope with greater emphasis on design and materials used to be similar to existing properties in the village. There are to be 15 different types of properties all individual externally and internally and will be incorporating sash windows and chimneys. It is hoped that 30% will be affordable housing. Further work will take place on the planning proposal including elevated ground pictures and a 3D picture which will show the impact on existing properties. A meeting will take place with the Parish Council to discuss the plans prior to planning submission followed by a Public Meeting with plans being submitted early Autumn. It was proposed that at the Public Meeting individual concerns would be dealt with on a one to one basis.


Highways – discussions have taken place between APS Consultants (acting on behalf of David Wilson Homes) and Nottinghamshire County Council resulting in the County Council supporting the proposed number of dwellings with the following proposals:


Road surface at two points to be surfaced with a buff coating to reduce noise and improve safety.


Pedestrian crossing near to the playing field entrance.


Footpath to be widened, near to the playing field. It was also suggested that the footpath also be widened on the opposite side thus narrowing the road width and slowing traffic down.


Lighting to be improved.


Footpath surfacing to be improved.


Drainage issues – surface and camber to be realigned.


The following questions were raised:


RBC previously stated that the original planning application should be a parkland setting with the Recotry set in a large open space taking into account that this is a Conservation Area – why is there now a radical change to a street scene development and how will they convince RBC that they were wrong in their original statement – DWH the previous planning application may have been governed by the restricted access and it is felt that the new proposed buildings are of character, the gated entrance and wall will be removed.


DWH were thanked for the opportunity to communication and it is hoped that this will continue. It was thought that the design better integrates into the community and the affordable housing would be welcomed.


In the original scheme the PCC were promised disabled access to St. Anne’s Church and an extension to the burial ground. A request was submitted for a portion of land to be transferred back to the church for the burial ground extension – DWH are to consider the request.


Question as to whether the new road would be adopted or unadopted – DWH no decision has been made yet although all roads have to be brought upto adopted highway status.


No evidence of a lighting scheme in the proposals – concern was expressed that any scheme should have minimum effect on nearby residents.


Concern was raised re the inadequacy of the foul sewer system and its ability to cope with the increase in foul sewerage from the development site – DWH to take concern back to the engineers.


Question was raised re the amount of surface water run off – DWH the scheme will incorporate a self contained water balancing tank.


Request was made for ‘No Permitted Development Rights’ clause to be included in the planning application.


2.2 metre wall to be retained possibly as a condition of the planning approval.


Concern was expressed re the impact of the development on existing bungalows in relation to the drastic height change taking into account elevations of the site – DWH contours of the site still needs to be done to see what the differences are and try to improve the ground level relationships so as not to make the site worse.


Trees as outlined on the original planning application are to remain although the new British Standards document advice is that there should be adequate distance between properties and trees, this will have to be taken into account.


It was proposed that a survey of services should be carried out to prevent the new road surface being dug up within a couple of years.
