Object. Taking away an amenity for properties on Pasture Lane and Main Street that have been there for many years thus making worse and existing problem with parked cars on Pasture Lane and Main Street, which is detrimental to all residents in the village.


At no stage has the Parish Council been consulted re the ‘Design Statement’ as agreed by Nottinghamshire County Council.


Concern re access for emergency vehicles, due to existing parking problems as highlighted in photographic evidence which were taken on 


Concern re lack of access for agricultural vehicles.


Dispute Environment Agency statement that the area has never flooded.


Not appropriate place for residential development because of long standing established activities on the playing fields immediately adjacent to the northern boundary i.e. cricket, football, scouts, guides, beavers, cubs, brownies, rainbows, adventure scouts, sporting clays club, P.T.A. Bonfire Event, Sutton Bonington Show and miscellaneous hire of the pavilion and playing field.


Creates a precedent by altering the position of the floodbank to accommodate new properties.


Is there to be a safe alternative exit route from the site – in times of flooding.


Car parking for 30 Pasture Lane appears to be at the rear of the site, which will not alleviate the parking situation on Pasture Lane.


Plots 1,2 & 3 have poor parking facilities, which are remote from the properties.


Nottinghamshire County Council have repeatedly refused all Parish Council requests to improve access and parking on Pasture Lane, which has been a problem for many years. The current proposals will only make this problem worse.�

Concern was raised re the dyke behind the Poachers Arms having been redirected resulting in the outfall being lower than the ditch. RBC have requested NCC to survey the site.

2006 saw another successful two weeks of playscheme with an excellent team of helpers. Attendance was on average 100 children per day with a total of 236 on the register. Concern was raised regarding future funding from NCC – a letter expressing the concerns to be sent to County Councillor Lyn Sykes. A letter of thanks and a thankyou card was reported. The Parish Council thanked Mrs C Littledyke for her hard work and commitment in ensuring that Sutton Bonington Playscheme was a success and enjoyed by all who attended.





06.113 Matters of Report.


An article from Nottinghamshire County Council Parent Partnership Service, which offers support to parents with children with special needs, has been put into the Loughborough Echo, Parish Lines and Village News.


Footpath 8 – ground requires building up – P. Hunt informed.


Ivy and brambles have been removed from the boundary wall between St. Michael’s church and the Anchor Public House, it was considered that the condition of the wall is not currently unsafe. A quotation is to be obtained from Saunders Builders to enable costs to be considered at the annual budget meeting.


Weedspray throughout the village ordered 21.08.06 – to chase up.


A gutter dig has been requested – RBC to conduct a road sweep, consideration will then be given to a gutter dig once weedspray and roadsweep are complete.


St. Michael’s church to erect a handrail at the steps leading to the playgroup room. This is considered an improvement rather than a maintenance issue.


Concern raised re cars parking on verges, pavements and infront of dropped kerbs. P C Lowe to be asked to write a letter for inclusion into the Village News.
