The Minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on November 6th 2006 as circulated, were

06.140  Matters Arising.


Drainage dyke Pasture Lane will be cleaned out by contractor hired by Mather Jamie.


Parish Tree planting – a grant of £500 has been awarded by RBC for purchase/planting of 200


whips and fencing along the boundary of the playing field and Pasture Lane garages. Spiney


species to be used.


Reported meeting held with NCC to discuss the production of the Parish Paths Leaflet, text has been submitted providing historical facts linked to the pathways and information on wildlife, which can be found on the path network. Photographs of the Spinney and Meadow, Kegworth Lock and views of the river are to be used. It is intended that the leaflet will be ready for distribution at Easter 2007.


Goose Neck ‘ Public Right of Way’ – documents from the Land Registry have been located proving Parish Council ownership of the strip of land from the Goose Neck to the playing field. To enable this land to be dedicated as  a Public Right of Way ownership of the Goose Neck needs to be established.

Community First Responder – one volunteer has come forward. Item to be placed on January Agenda for further discussion.


Reported meeting held to discuss the proposed development of 5500 new homes to be built on green belt land between Gotham and Clifton. County Councillor Lyn Sykes spoke against the proposed plans and asked the Parish Council to consider supporting the surrounding Parishes in their fight against this development. Concern was raised that this decision had been imposed onto Rushcliffe Borough Council by East Midlands Regional Assembly, who are not an elected body and does not appear to take into account the current Local Plan which shows the proposed building of 1200 homes in Edwalton on top of the infill, which currently runs at around 300 a year.

Pasture Lane Parking – received a copy of letter sent to Susan Harley from NCC stating that ‘whilst they acknowledge that such problems are becoming more commonplace with the ongoing rise in car ownership and the fact that residential roads and estates can no longer accommodate the numbers of vehicle that compete for limited on-street parking availability, highway budgets are limited and spending has to be prioritised for accident reduction measures’ County Councillor Lyn Sykes was asked to support the Parish Council in their bid to gain permission to implement some parking scheme in Pasture Lane.

Letter to RBC stating that the Parish Council have offered to fund a scheme to help alleviate the parking issues on Pasture Lane but have been refused permission by NCC.


County Councillor Lyn Sykes to meet Cllrs. C. Littledyke and T.W. Holt on Saturday 16th December to look at the situation.

/3 Other Planning Issues.


/a. Rectory Site:


Minutes of the meeting held with representatives of the Parish Council and David Wilson Homes were circulated and a copy bound with the minutes with the following to be included – issue raised re other local authorities do carry out Character Assessments and Management Strategies to ensure that developments fit in with the Conservation Area.


Action.


To ask Rushcliffe Borough Council when are they going to conduct a Management Strategy and Character Assessment and at what stage will the Parish Council be consulted


Concern was expressed re the possibility of future plans being approved without the drainage issues and highway issues being resolved and then being passed as a minor amendment. County Councillor Lyn Sykes was asked to ensure that both issues were considered prior to any planning approval. CC Sykes to visit the site on 16.12.06.


David Wilson Homes are to be asked to arrange a site visit for the Parish Council.


Comments submitted by residents attending the Public Exhibition on 29.11.06 to be circulated to all Councillors and a copy to be forwarded to David Wilson Homes.


/b. Nottingham University – Concern was raised re the lack of landscaping at the new site. Nottingham University and Rushcliffe Borough Council have confirmed that there will be native semi mature trees and shrubs planted along the College Road side to form a screen and to increase the density. In front of the Clinical Science and Academicals buildings there will be trees and shrubs planted to minimise impact. All planting will be completed in the first planting season following substantial completion.

/a. NCC Report:


Reported surface edges on Quiet Lanes crumbling – CC Sykes to chase response and outstanding speed issues.


Channel on Landcroft Lane has still not been filled in – CC Sykes to chase all outstanding issues relating to Landcroft Lane.


/b. ‘Maintaining our Highways’ the following suggestions have been forward to CC Sykes for inclusion in the potential highway maintenance works program:


Main Street – footpath and highway.

/a. Reported:  ‘Playing for Life’ strategy group meeting held on 15.11.06 at West Bridgford. Sutton Bonington’s concern was raised that play provision/activities were not included in ‘Playing for Life’ document. This information is to be included in future documents.

/a. North West Leicestershire District Council have formally adopted their Statement of Community Involvement on 03.10.06. This document can be viewed on NWLDC website.


/b. Reported the following concerns raised by Mr Jackson:


The Old Woodyard, Soar Lane – large amount of tarmac chippings and bricks stored on the site – RBC are actively pursuing the complaint raised by Mr Jackson.


The barn currently being constructed on Soar Lane is considered excessive in size and feels that there is a discrepancy with the application and the amount of land actually owned by the applicants. To suggest that Mr Jackson submits an official complaint to RBC which will then be forwarded to the ombudsman.


Potholes in Soar Lane were raised with NCC who say that the road is generally muddy due to the movement of cows and although the mud can at times prevent water from draining away quickly, the gullies on examination are working. Routine inspection of the potholes has taken place and were not considered to be unsafe.


Concern was raised re lack of electric fence warning sign – NCC Parish Paths department have been informed.
