/a. Rectory Site -  


No response received from David Wilson Homes re an update on the current situation.


Letter sent to Network Rail re workmen gaining access via the Rectory site to the rail bridge at the top of St. Anne’s Lane to carry out repairs, which caused distress to nearby residents. Network Rail have been asked to ensure that the Parish Council be informed prior to any further work taking place at night.

/a. NCC Report:


The Principal Officer for Special Projects has apologised for Sutton Bonington’s name not being included on the Winter Service leaflet and will ensure that it is remedied for next years publication.


A6006 junction Stanford on Soar/East Leake lights not working has been reported - NCC are waiting for Central Networks to reconnect a cable to a distribution pillar, work should be carried out week commencing 16.01.06.


Manhole standing proud on the southern corner of The Paddocks and Main Street has been reported to NCC. An inspection is to be carried out and the relevant utility company notified.


College Road verge has been churned up by Murphy’s Contractors - NCC have inspected the verge and a request has been made for it’s reinstatement.


Give Way sign on Park Lane lights have been repaired.
