PC Nick Lowe has been offered another position within Nottinghamshire Police and will be leaving as the Beat Officer, no date has been given.

/3. Community Speed Watch – Minutes of the meeting held10.09.07 circulated and a copy bound with the minutes. Inspector Meylan has confirmed that it is the police’s intention to ensure that PC Lowe’s replacement is trained in using the speed enforcement camera in addition to the trained officer already based at East Leake. Risk assessments have been completed for West Leake and they are now operational.





/4. Speed Trolley – is a mobile flashing interactive sign, it doesn’t record numbers or speeds and doesn’t require volunteers. Locations are agreed with the police and risk assessments are carried out. The scheme has been in operation in Nuthall for 12months and was thought to have made a difference to peoples driving habits.

            /1 Highway Matters: 


/a. NCC Report:


Surface crumbling on the Quiet Lanes reported to NCC – whilst NCC acknowledges that there is a budget for remedial works on the Quiet Lanes they feel that although there is a degree of edge deterioation repair work cannot yet be justified.


A temporary road restriction on West Leake Lane, New Kingston is to be put in place between 08.10.07 and 28.10.07.

/3 NCC Items.


/a. NCC are currently carrying out consultation on a series of recommendations for the future care of older people in Nottinghamshire. It is recommended that the Council should provide 7 care homes, which will be called Care and Support Centres. An alternative to the traditional care homes will be offered. This is called Extra Care which is a modern form of sheltered housing where people have their own home with an up to 24hour care support depending on their need. 


/b Drainage dykes on Pasture Lane – concern was raised re the level of the gate valve in relation to the outfall of the drains running down Pasture Lane. It is believed that S.T.W.A. were responsible for the gate valve, which was installed when the flood eleviation scheme was completed.
