Household Waste Recycling Initiative – a surveyor from Mark Group confirmed that it would be possible to attach the wind turbine to the pavilion and run the wire to the scout hut, any extra associated costs would be charged to the Parish Council. It was felt that due to the wind turbine only producing 1kw of energy, which can’t be stored, the scheme would not be a worthwhile project. The possibilities of purchasing a 2kw wind turbine with a capacity to store unused energy was discussed.
