/c. Planning issues – Reported Planning Contravention Notices which have been issued by Rushcliffe Borough Council. Concern has also been raised with NCC re the electric fence running across the top of fencing bordering FP7. RBC Enforcement Officer to be contacted re issues related to Soar Lane.





/d.  Revised planning application 07/00894/Ful – 46 Charnwood Avenue, Sutton Bonington – Single storey rear extension – was viewed by the Playing Field Committee and a decision of Do Not Object was submitted.

            /1 Highway Matters: 


/a. NCC Report:


Landcroft Lane – channel in the verge has been redug out, NCC are to report the incident to the police as a safety issue. The channel has again been refilled.


Fisherman’s car park – request made for grass to be cut completely back on visibility grounds. 


/b. Pasture Lane: J. Allinson declared an interest.


Reported 11 letters received from residents in Pasture Lane in response to the Parish Council letter, which were circulated and discussed.

Parking permit scheme for residents of Pasture Lane to be investigated, Paul Randle RBC and Eamonn Harrison NCC to be contacted. Student’s parking in Pasture Lane, to be discussed at the next Parish Council meeting.





/c. Minutes of the meeting held between SBPC and NCC held on 06.06.07 circulated and copy bound with the minutes The following issues to be addressed:


Park Lane/Main Street – to request confirmation as to whether STWA work is still under guarantee.


Station Road – hedge has been cut back but requires further cutting back where the footpath is narrowest. Request sidings are dug out to ensure maximum width of footpath possible.


Dropped curb Park Lane – Parish Council strongly disagree with NCC’s response that parents would not be deterred from parking on the footpath by installation of raised curbs. Letter to be sent to County Councillor Sykes.


The Rectory Site – E. Harrison maintained that NCC’s legal commitment was only to accept highway surface water, however on consulting the plans it was found that the surface water drains from the individual properties have already been piped into the highway drain. It was felt that under a Section 106 agreement an upgrade of the highway drains along Main Street in this area and on Pasture Lane should be suggested. 





/2 Transport Matters (Rail & Bus)


/a. LANRAC – National Express have lost the contract, which has gone to Stage Coach.


/b. NCC have initiated a 50+ Transport Voucher Scheme based on the following criteria 


2 x £5 taxi vouchers per person per week for a return journey 


for residents who do not have use of a car 


the journey must not covered by public transport. 


Only taxi companies signed up to the scheme can be used.


Unfortunately the all approved taxi companies were found to be either in Nottingham or north of Nottingham.
