Concern was expressed that the Rectory Site planning application was going to Committee on 13th September 2007, the Council felt that insufficient time was given for a detailed response to the documents received from David Wilson Homes, especially taking into consideration that the Council had still not seen the site elevation drawings.  The Parish Council felt that no consideration has been given to English Heritage’s guidance on consultation re Character Appraisals in Conservation areas, it was felt that RBC have a duty to the Parish Council and residents to conduct a Character Appraisal, which includes consultation.

Concerns raised by members of the public to be included in the Parish Council response.











The Parish Council were thanked for the time that they have put into the proposed development as it was recognised that the development will have a massive impact on the village as a whole.

Communal area – RBC are considering asking the Parish Council to take over the management of this area in return for a commuted sum. Concern was expressed that the Parish Council should carefully consider the implications before any decision could be taken. It was decided that more details should be obtained and then presented to the Council.

            /1 Highway Matters: 

/a. NCC Report:

NCC have informed CC Sykes that funding is not available to install raised curbs opposite the primary school but more significantly given the number of property accesses along this section of footpath it was felt that the installation of raised curbs would not achieve anything as drivers would simply access the pavement via another dropped curb. NCC and CC Sykes feel that a joint letter from the school and Parish Council should be sent.

Action.

Headmaster to be approached.

Station Road – CC Sykes has been informed by NCC that work will commence during 2008/9. NCC to be informed that the footpath is disintegrating further due to the weeds lifting the tarmac.

Additional warning signs are to be installed on the eastbound approach to Trowell Lane/A6006 during this financial year.

NCC solicitors have had a site meeting on Landcroft Lane to discuss outstanding issues and any necessary action that is to be taken. Parish Council to request a deadline.

/b. Pasture Lane – Minutes of the meeting held with Paul Randle Deputy Chief Executive of RBC were circulated and a copy bound with the minutes. Further responses received from residents circulated.

/c. Highways Maintenance Works – CC Sykes has requested details of highway/footpath work that requires attention.

/a. Received Building Better Communities funding application pack.

/b. Post Office Closures – the Post Office Ltd has embarked on a  process of planning to implement the closure of 2500 branches nationally and to explore the impact locally of the minimum threshold criteria for remaining coverage. The process will take the form of a Local Area Plan, which will commence in Nottinghamshire on 24.09.07 followed by a 6 week consultation period. Local authorities have been asked to support the Post Office in preparing the Local Area Plan. NCC are anxious to protect the network in the county as best as possible within the context of the closure programme and are asking for our views on the position of the local post office.
