Presentation from Mr Brian Knowles – Rushcliffe Borough Council.


A potential for funding from Section 106 revenue, as part of the Rectory site planning application, has been identified. At a recent Play Strategy meeting it was put forward that Sutton Bonington had a shortfall for play equipment for teenagers, it is with this in mind that RBC have approached the Parish Council to consider a possible joint scheme of adult exercise equipment and teenage play equipment. A similar scheme in West Bridgford consisting of combined adult exercise equipment and teenage play equipment has proved successful and as a result a reduction in anti-social behaviour has been seen. The money would be released once the development was completed. It was proposed that the playing field, near to the entrance gate, be considered as a potential site. It was suggested that the Parish Council put forward a number of proposals, which will then be put forward to the teenage residents of Sutton Bonington.
