            /1 Highway Matters:


/a. NCC Report:


Pasture Lane – reported meeting with Ian Parker 09.01.07 – Private funding is contrary to NCC policy – NCC will only accept private funded schemes if they would carry out the proposed scheme should funding resources be available.. It was suggested that CC Sykes be approached and asked to lobby NCC for a change of policy and a request be made for the proposal to be granted permission on the basis of disabled parking and improvements to the footpath. This request should be accompanied by a professionally drawn scheme along with a cost for the work to be carried out. Action


Petition to be drawn up and placed in the Library and village shop for signing. Article to be placed in the Village News. To be further discussed at the next Council meeting.


Park Lane – STWA have withdrawn their verbal agreement to carry out reinstatement work, their decision was based on test core samples of the reinstatement being taken and considered to be to an acceptable standard. NCC has served notice on STWA and are currently holding discussions regarding this issue. The Parish Council is to be informed of the outcome. Issue of lack of gullies was raised, a request has been made to NCC that prior to any major resurfacing work taking place the gullies are installed.

Progress to be checked on a monthly basis.


Reported proposed action to be taken by NCC regarding the outstanding issues on Landcroft Lane.


A request has been made for the results of the speed survey recently conducted in Zouch.


Landcroft Lane – NCC are to hold a meeting to decide on appropriate action to ensure that the verge is reinstated to its rural status.

/a. NALC Papers


Parish Councils were required to produce a Freedom of Information Publication Scheme in February 2003, which was due to be reviewed by the Information Commissioner in February 2007. This has now been deferred until late 2008.


Threat to Lottery Funding –a letter highlighting the potential impact to rural communities from the possible loss of funding from the National Lottery as the Government seeks ways to finance the Olympics was received. It is proposed that the Parish Council write to Rt. Hon. Gordon Brown M.P. and Rt. Hon. Tessa Jowell M.P. expressing our concerns.


The Federation of East Midlands Associations of Local Councils together with the Local Government East Midlands has arranged a seminar on the Local Government White Paper – to be held on 01.03.07 at Melton Mowbray.
