/a. NCC Report:


Landcroft Lane – Eamonn Harrison to attend next Parish Council meeting to discuss outstanding issues. County Councillor Lyn Sykes to be invited.


Speed survey in Zouch complete – results circulated. There was sufficient evidence to warrant approval for a Flashing Interactive Speed sign, our request will now be included on the waiting list. Permission would be granted to the Parish Council for self-funding of the scheme if required.

Concern was raised re funds being spent on slurry sealing the footpath between A6006 and Charnwood Fields, taking into account the lack of budget for road repairs/reinstatments.

07.40 Allotments


Allotment hedge has been cut down including a Damson tree, all brash has been left in the drainage ditch. Investigations are to take place to find out who was responsible.


Rabbit problem – 14 rabbits have been caught and it is hoped that a further session will take place in the Autumn.

A request for a bus shelter at the bottom of Charnwood Avenue/Park Lane was received and has been passed onto NCC for investigations.


Complaint received re vehicles parking infront of a dropped curb on Orchard Close preventing the adjacent householder from using her mobility scooter.


Permission has been granted for the felling of trees in St. Anne’s churchyard.


Cedar tree – a further examination has taken place and it was felt that there was no imminent danger of collapse. All dead branches have been removed.


Work has commenced on the boundary wall at St. Michael’s Churchyard and the Anchor Public House.


Request to move the dog litterbin further up Hungary Lane received – costs to be investigated.
