10 Landcroft Lane

Sutton Bonington�Use of land for siting 2 caravans for single gypsy family, with associated hardcore, fencing, shed and utility building.�Object. The proposal would represent the formation of a dwelling unit in an isolated location outside the main built-up areas of either Sutton Bonington or West Leake and beyond the built-up frontage of the intervening ribbon development of the northern and western sides of Landcroft Lane and the southern side of Melton Lane. The establishment of a dwelling unit in this location with its attendant curtilage and domestic paraphernalia would erode the rural character of the area and would create an unacceptable precedent for residential use in the open countryside contrary to the principles of policy ENV17 of the Rushcliffe Borough Local Plan. The scheme also necessitates the creation of a break in the established hedge line and the formation of a hard surfaced area proposal would therefore detract from the openness and the visual amenities of this attractive area of open countryside and would be contrary to Policy ENV18 of the Rushcliffe Local Plan. /a. Rectory Site: 

Received revised drainage plans. Reported letter from Tony Howse to RBC, a copy has also been sent to Stuart Taylor – Environment Agency. Mr Taylor has further discussed the issues raised with the Environment Officer for the area and has confirmed that the proposals are not ideal but the issue lies with STWA.

Revised section drawings still do not show the impact of the development to properties on St. Anne’s Lane and Main Street.

Concern was expressed that the new drawings submitted are only preliminary drawings and will be subject to change.

/a. Teenage Play Equipment – RBC were approached with regard to the process of any proposed scheme under Section 106. Section 106 contribution (money from the developer) is usually paid at the time the first property is occupied, consequently until planning approval is granted and the development begun and the first home occupied no monies can be realeased. Should the scheme go ahead the process is fairly straightforward - the scheme for teenage/adult equipment will be finalised, quotes obtained, money is applied for and the equipment is installed.

/a. Reported concerns raised by Mr I Reade concerning speed of traffic through Zouch and his request for fixed speed cameras to be installed at either end of Zouch. The police Accident Investigation Unit have looked into the issue and are currently only resourced to the extent that they can now only enforce at an established core-casualty site where there is a history of fatal or seriously injured collisions, which meet a pre-set criteria. Unfortunately Zouch does not qualify for that enforcement.

Mr Reade also raised concern about the number of trees being felled along the River Soar and would like to see the Soar Corridor being made a Conservation Corridor thus ensuring that a blanket Tree Preservation Order covers all trees along the River Soar.

07.134  Sand and Gravel

LCC have released further consultation on the Preferred Options (Core Strategy) Leicestershire Minerals Development Framework and the Waste Development Framework. These documents do not identify specific sites – the appropriateness of sites will be reconsidered when the Core Strategies have been finalised. Consultation is for 6 weeks beginning 19.10.07 – previously submitted comments are to be taken into account.
