


Minutes of the Meeting of the Sutton Bonington Parish Council held in the Village Hall on Monday 8th January 2007 commencing at 7.30pm.

Presentation from Nottingham University re the proposed new Sports Hall.


The current sports hall requires updating and with the completion of the new Veterinary College the need for better facilities was identified. It is proposed to demolish the Pavilion and possibly including the squash courts with the existing sports hall remaining. There will be pedestrian access via an entrance opposite the entrance to the main campus and a vehicular entrance via the Elms The pavement by the pedestrian access will be widened with a dropped curb – discussion are currently ongoing with the Highways dept.


The main new sports hall will include entrance/reception area, internal sports changing facilities, 2 squash courts, main sports hall, which can accommodate 4 badminton courts, storage, external sports changing facilities and storage with separate access. On the first floor there will be a viewing area, a cardio vascular exercise room, dance/aerobic room and 2 storage areas. Materials used will be inline with materials used on the Veterinary College buildings. The roof will have a sweeping element. It is envisaged that all existing trees on the site will remain.


The site will be responsible for it’s own water drainage by a swale, which will take water from the back of the hall and the hard landscaping. Water will then dissipate into the natural drainage. The other 2/3rds of roof drainage will be an Infiltration Blanket system tied in with possibly rainwater harvesting for grey water usage. 


It was hoped that work would be complete by January 2008.


Concerns were raised re the lack of parking facilities onsite – it is anticipated that users will either be pedestrians or will use the existing 30 bay car-parking facilities on the campus along with the new parking bays, it was felt that a balance had to be struck between car-parking and maximising the sports facilities. Parking on College Road will be discouraged.


Issue of students crossing safely in the dark were raised along with a proposal for a lit crossing – NCC highways department are against a crossing due to insufficient vehicles using College Road and financial costs.


A request was made for all construction vehicles not to access the site via Landcroft Lane or Marle Pit Hill. 


The current sports hall provides a good link with the community and students and the Parish Council would like to see this continue.

/2. Police Concerns


Concern was raised with the Chief Constable re the cancellation of the Police Surgery – PCSO has still not contacted the Clerk – letter to the Chief Constable.


Problems with youths skidding cars in the playing field carpark late at night and incidents of vandals smashing bottles in the carpark were reported to the police. Regular attention to the area was requested especially over the New Year and holiday period.





/3. Community Speed Watch – Sutton Bonington has now completed 3 sessions with a total of 45 names being passed on to the police, which includes a couple of repeat offenders. It was felt that the scheme is having an impact with traffic visibly slowing down. Risk Assessments in Zouch have been carried out and sessions are to take place during the next couple of weeks. Gotham and Kingston on Soar are recording high levels of offenders.

/a. Rectory Site:


RBC are planning to carry out Character Assessments and Management plans for all Conservation Areas in Rushcliffe, a letter from David Shaw (Design and Conservation Manager) was circulated. The Parish Council have re-iterated their concern that any Design and Access Statement submitted by the developers will be prejudiced and that other local authorities go to a wide public consultation on any draft Character Assessment that they make. With this in mind the Parish Council have asked RBC to ensure that the public are consulted on any assessment that is made on any planning application submitted for the Rectory site. The Council have also requested a copy of the assessment made on the Rectory scheme, which was approved in 2003.
