Presentation from Mr T Brookesbank Nottingham University.


The proposed plans for the extension to the Veterinary Laboratory Agency were presented to the Parish Council – this will include a modern building behind The Elms at College Road (between their existing building and the existing sports centre). The building will be split level and will include a small teaching laboratory, a small office, an extension to the post mortem rooms and to remove the rabies unit. There will be virtually no visual impact on College Road. Access to will be via the second Elms entrance, the current access to the sports centre will be blocked off and a new access to the sports centre created.  Extra car parking will be provided for a total of 31 vehicles. The gateway installed for Princess Anne’s visit will be closed off once building work is complete.

/3 Other Planning Issues.


/a. Rectory Site:


 David Wilson Homes have submitted a revised planning application for 29 houses, this application does  not include the Recotory which is currently being sold. The application has not yet been registered with RBC planning department as there are still outstanding issues to be resolved. An urgent site meeting with Martin Green NCC is to be arranged – T Howse to be invited to attend as a qualified consultant.





/b. Nottingham University 


Concerns were raised re a newly constructed track, which leads from the stable block to a gated exit on Landcroft Lane. It was reported that the track was constructed to allow horses to be taken from the stables directly to a field on the side opposite of Landcroft Lane for grazing. The university have confirmed that it is not permitting vehicle access and if this is identified then measures will be taken to  restrict access further. Tyre tracks are thought to be from the farm tractor.


A visit is to be arranged for the Parish Council to look around the new Veterinary College





/c. Planning application 07/00407/ful – 4-5 Swan Court, Sutton Bonington - the following objections were submitted to Rushcliffe Borough Council a following a site meeting.


Kitchen/dining window to be the same size as the bedroom window and at least 2 bricks courses higher than the bedroom window or to obscure glaze.


Bedroom window to either obscure glaze as is or raise the window by 2 brick courses.





/d. Planning issues – Rushcliffe Enforcement officer has been to visit 1a Landcroft Lane and Sutton Bonington Veterinary School following complaints received. Investigations are currently ongoing.
