Landcroft Lane 


S. Moseley, B. Pickering and E.M. Raven declared an interest.


D. Franklin took over as Chairman.


Sixteen residents attending the Council meeting to raise the following concerns regarding App/P3040/A/08/2070387/NWF:


It was felt that the residents views had not been taken into account 


It was apparent that the appellant would have been content with a 3 year temporary permission, which would have given time for Rushcliffe Borough Council to identify permanent site within the Borough. 


It was considered that Rushcliffe Borough Council had not adequately or professionally been represented at the hearing. It was felt that Mr Hall had had no back up from his superiors and that there had been no legal representation leaving the residents feeling totally let down. It was considered that RBC had failed to appreciate the level of professionalism of appellants representation and so failed to put forward the same level of legal and planning  


Concern expressed that Rushcliffe Borough Council had not followed the Government Guidelines and made provision for Gypsy/Traveller sites.


Mr D Franklin Sutton Bonington Vice Chairman was thanked by the committee for his work on behalf of the Parish Council.


It was felt that the Inspectorate had taken the opposite view of past appeal decisions on the adjacent parcel of land.


As predicted a second Gypsy/Traveller family have now taken up residence on the adjacent site. D. Clowes RBC Planning had felt that a precedent – this is contrary to appeal documents, which state that under planning laws precedents do not exist.


It was felt that the whole village should be made aware of the situation on Landcroft Lane as this will affect the village as a whole.


Concern was expressed that Rushcliffe Borough Council, residents of Landcroft Lane and Sutton Bonington Parish Council had all objected to the application but one civil servant was able to overturn the previous decisions.


Reported similar situation at Fordwich – where the appeal decision had been taken to the High Court.


The question of whether the family who had now got a static caravan on site could be classed as a Gypsy family due to the fact that they had sought planning permission for a permanent site.


It was suggested that all other neighbouring Parish Councils are made aware of the situation.


Land Registry to be contacted to establish ownership of both parcels of land.


A resident group is to be formed and the Parish Council were asked to discuss the issue with Rt. Hon K Clarke MP and to put pressure on Rushcliffe Borough Council to take action


Legal advice is currently being sought by the residents of Landcroft Lane as to the possibility regarding an appeal to the High Court. It was suggested that there are some inconsistencies in the appeal approval document and this should be examined by the legal team.


It was felt that any legal costs incurred by the residents group should be reclaimed from RBC.

The Environment Agency have forwarded an article that they would like publishing in the Village News giving an explanation re the work carried out on the flood banks and requesting residents to report any problems.


Reported response from RBC regarding our concerns submitted re planning application 08/00822/ful The Borough Council felt that in view of the variety of properties in the vicinity they considered a contemporary design would not be inappropriate in this location and that it would create a distinctive character. Regarding the impact on the setting of the adjacent listed building RBC felt that this would be satisfactory as the proposal would not be visible in the street scene from public areas, it was considered that a refusal on design grounds could not be justified.

/3 Other Planning Issues.


/a. Rectory Site: 


Mr Martin Green NCC has responded to our letter informing him that the hammerhead is the actual disabled parking area, enclosed was a copy of the plans. Mr M Green response was to say that the County Council will require a detailed design for approval if the road is to be adopted as public highway. This will include clear lines of demarcation around the area to be adopted as highway and will not include the parking area which is beyond the area required for vehicles to manoeuvre and as thus is not being provided for highway purposes.

Letter to be sent to RBC (the Chief Executive, Borough Solicitor, Leader of the Council and Ms Susan Harley Head of Planning) regarding RBC’s lack of defined strategy for dealing with gypsy/traveller sites in the Borough and that there appears to be no realistic timescale, which is in contravention of the Government Guidelines. To also point out the inadequate representation as pointed out by the Planning Inspector.


Representatives of the Parish Council to visit the Rt. Hon. Ken Clarke MP


/d. Kingston on Soar – Received confirmation that Banks Development have request that the DCLG reconsider the for an Eco Town at Kingston on Soar as they feel it has been unfairly excluded from the search for appropriate locations in Rushcliffe mainly due to the lack of brown field sites in the area and that there is no strategy for the provision of the additional housing that is required by the rising number of people working at EMA. Banks Development consider that Kingston on Soar would provide a convenient option for them and that they would be able to take advantage of the new inner city station nearby.





/e. Hawthorn tree at 99 Park Lane – RBC have confirmed that this tree is in a dangerous condition and permission has been granted for felling.

Correspondence and Reports.





            /1 Highway Matters: 


/a. NCC Report. 


Soar Lane – the Highway Works Coordinator has advised that the original maintenance of the whole of Soar Lane due to an error in the Management System that they used. Therefore the unadopted stretch was included in their maintenance programme. As the bridge area is unadopted and this error has now been identified in their system, Nottinghamshire County Council will unfortunately no longer be maintaining this stretch of Soar Lane. They will be continuing routine inspections of the adopted section and carrying out remedial repairs as appropriate.


Traffic Wardens - Enforcement of parking restrictions has been confirmed as a Borough Council initiative, NCC have contacted the Local Parking Manager at Rushcliffe Borough Council re the parking issues raised in July and requested that an Enforcement Officer visits the area during school opening and closing times.


Cycle track Zouch -  NCC have confirmed that there would not be sufficient width to accommodate a cycle track along the footpath section of the A6006 as suggested last month. Guidance given for width of shared use cycle and footways is ideally 3 metres but no less that 2 metres as a minimum and this is not available on most of the current pathway. 


A6006 – work is to commence on the carriageway widening and the installation of a pedestrian refuge, work is due to begin on 1st September and the proposed finish date is 6th October. NCC  agreed to suspend the traffic light system for the weekend of Sutton Bonington Show.


/b. Reported and circulated correspondence from Mr & Mrs Reade expressing concern that money has been spent top dressing the A6006 and not on speed reduction schemes especially taking into account that the installation of a flashing interactive sign has been stopped.


Illegal entrance on Landcroft Lane - NCC Network Inspector has conducted a site visit and advised that residents have blocked paved over an original access, meaning that they have worked on the Highway without permission. He has issued them with the appropriate notice for removal and will of course continue to monitor this situation.

A survey conducted on the condition of the trees on Park Lane was reported. 7 of the Horse Chestnut trees are showing signs of Bleeding Canker and it was considered that these will need replacing in the near future. A Lime tree has also died and requires removing.

Ward Profiles - RBC Strategic Housing Team have devised ward profiles for all 28 wards in the Borough, which give comprehensive information focusing on localised needs at ward level and are supplementary evidence to the larger housing marked assessments and will be updated on a quarterly basis. The include information on the following:


Generalised information on the ward


Population – age, ethnicity and religion


Housing – average house prices, rental prices etc


Income and deprivation


Housing need


This information will be used by the Stategic Housing Team when negotiating with developers regarding what affordable housing is needed.


/c. The alcohol and Entertainments committee of RBC have agreed to extend the notifications of certain types of applications made under the Licensing Act 2003. Parish Councils will be notified of any applications for a new premises licence or where an application has been made to vary a premises licence. Such applications will involve the sale of alcohol, the supply of alcohol at club premises, regulated entertainment or the provision of late night refreshment (hot food or drink served after 11pm), Each application will have a 28day objection period for the responsible authorities ie police, fire EA or interested parties (people living in the vicinity of the premises, including Parish Councillors) a Parish Council is not a responsible authority or interested party – it will be purely a notification of applications not consultation.

EMA state that the controls the airport imposes on training aircraft do indeed include a requirement that training circuits reach an altitude of 2,000ft. However this altitude will not be met immediately following departure and in the final stages of landing. When flying over Sutton Bonington the aircraft in question was undertaking a simulated descent and therefore was at the same altitude as other landing aircraft in this area. The aircraft did reach an altitude of 2,000 during its training circuit.
