English Heritage have said that they have no remit to make any further comments regarding the details   of the scheme now RBC has made it’s decision.


Copied and circulated response from Derek Clowes to our letter dated 5th May no response has been received to our letter dated 4th June


Action.


 Letter to Derek Clowes requesting an urgent response to our letter dated 4th June due to concerns that the planning conditions are not being carried out on the site. The Council still believe that the planning application is invalid as the building work began before David Wilson Homes discharged the relevant conditions and therefore the approval is invalid. The Parish Council would be grateful for clarification on the law regarding discharge of pre-start conditions.


Affordable housing –NCHA will agree to let the Home Buy (shared ownership) units in accordance with the Borough Councils exception site policy, they will definitely be allocated to people with a local connection to the village. Unfortunately, these units will not remain in perpetuity so applicants will be able to staircase up to 100% ownership if they can afford to do so. When NCHA did a financial appraisal, that was used to produce the offer price, they were unaware of the Borough Councils intention to use these properties to meet local need, as identified in the housing needs survey. NCHA would find it difficult to bring this restriction in now as it may make the site unviable for them. However, RBC’s work with East Midlands Housing Association will ensure that any future HomeBuy units developed via exception site development will remain in perpetuity and capped at 80% ownership. Applicants will also have to fulfil certain eligibility criteria to be considered for the properties.


Action


To suggest that reduce the sale price to NCHA to allow the properties to be capped and remain in perpetuity.














 /b.  College Road – D. Franklin declared an interest .


A meeting has been arranged between Eastern Shires Housing and RBC and  a further meeting is to be arranged with the owners of the site and ESHA.  The Parish Council are to received feedback.





/c.      Soar Lane –  NCC Parish Paths department have confirmed that Soar Lane is a Byeway, which means it should be a metalled, earth and stoned path and have a minimum width of 3m for its whole length.  Ordinarily the byway width would be hedge to hedge but the statement indicates that as long as there is a 3m width on the surfaced section then that is okay.  With the agricultural vehicles being parked on the verge, unless they are impeding the way then no action can be taken


Action


E.M. Raven to check that the trailers, vehicles and implements are wholly on the verge and not on the edge of the surfaced section. 


The possibility of taking ownership/responsibility of Soar Lane has been investigated the Rights of Way department are responsible for the surface of the lane,  this would only be the 3m or thereabouts of the surfaced part as well as ensuring that the right to pass and repass is not compromised. NCC only own up to the bridge.  Land Registry department who say that to register ownership we would need to provide evidence of title, which normally takes the form of title deeds, evidence of a possession or evidence of statutory vesting or that we have fenced it off and maintained it for a period of 12 years then if there is no claim ownership can be registered.


Action


To ask NCC why they have taken responsibility for maintaining the surface of the whole section in previous years if they do not own the lane.

Zouch interactive sign – the criteria for these signs have changed due to the limited funding available this has meant that the provisions of these signs are being concentrated in areas with 30mph limits, which means that all of the 40mph sites that met previous criteria have not been included in the programme this time. Zouch is currently included in the Speed review this year and if the speed limit review leads to the speed limit being reduced to 30mph then the site would be reviewed for the interactive sign. This information has been forwarded to Ann Phelps – Zouch resident who has raised concerns re the speed of traffic through Zouch.

/b. Small Environment Improvement Scheme: Future Rolling Programme – these are projects chosen from a rolling programme, which is added to every 3-4years. They are asking for schemes that are comprehensive improvements to the local environment, although proposals may include specific features (such as car parking or sign boards) these must always be within the context of an improved visual setting for example tree and hedge planting or new paved surface. RBC has made one of its top priorities the reduction of crime and disorder along with creating a sustainable environment. Another current area of concern is to improve access to public areas and facilities so that no one in the community is disadvantaged so they are keen to help schemes which address these issues.

They area asking for our views on Parish Plans and also there will be an opportunity to discuss the link and relevance of parish plans to the emerging Local Development Framework.             /a. Letters from Mr Colin Fuller copied and circulated along with Parish Council’s responses. Mr Duncan Collins, RBC Licencing Officer attended the Parish Council meeting to outline the Parish Council’s responsibilities and to give a briefing on legislation regarding Premises Licences.


With regard to non compliance of the premises licence – there have been no reported breaches that Mr Collings is aware of, once the breaches have been identified then the appropriate checks/action can be taken.


When the licence act came into effect in 2005 stated that public land should be licenced for entertainment purposes – so RBC encouraged authorities to licence their land.  Sutton Bonington Parish Council were granted a Premises Licence which permits:


regular entertainment from 10am – midnight limited 


no more than 10 occasions per year. 


There were 4 conditions imposed on the licence, which were


Police notified not less than 14 days 


Risk assessments are carried out for all major events


When regular entertainment takes place then must ensure that noise cannot be heard at the boundary. 


When regular entertainment to be controlled by committee member approved by the Parish Council.


Regular entertainment is classified for example bands that are hired specifically for the event , however anything where by the music etc is ancillary to the event is not classed as regular entertainment. Fairgrounds are exempt, background music is not classified as regular entertainment nor are fireworks. 


It is the responsibility of the event organisers to inform the police and fire of the event and conduct the relevant risk assessments – copies of which must be forwarded to the Parish Council. It is also the event organisers responsibility to nominate a member to be responsible for controlling the noise – the Parish Council should be informed who that person is. Regular checks should be made by the Nominated person to ensure that noise is not heard at the boundary. Any complaints on the night should be made to the nominated officer and checks must be carried out but if it is from ancillary entertainment or fireworks etc then it is not applicable. It was felt that the event organiser should inform any concerned residents who the nominated officer is.




















/b. Received email from the Dolphin Morris men informing the Parish Council of their planned parade through the village on 29.06.08, which was forwarded to the police.


/c. Flood Banks  -   As part of the Environment Agencies repair works they are due carry out on the flood bank in Sutton Bonnington, they have found that in places the flood bank is being damaged by some of the residents. The damage is mostly being caused either by tipping or burning garden waste on the flood bank. It is important to protect and maintain a good, tight grass cover on flood banks to ensure they resist the forces imposed on them by flood water. If the grass is in a poor condition, the bank can deteriorate quickly which can lead to flooding of property. . The Environment Agency have powers to stop people causing this under the Land Drainage Act 1976. The identified landowners are to be approached by the Environment Agency to discuss the problems identified.
