Presentation by Marie Wilson from Eastern Shires Housing Association & Angela Doherty Rushcliffe Borough Council 





Rectory Site.


There are currently 8 affordable units being built on the Rectory site, which include 6 for rent and 2 home buying units under a Section 106 agreement. Nottingham Community Housing Association were successful in their bid to own the affordable units and as the site is a Section 106 site and not an exception site there are no ties. Rushcliffe Borough Council are holding a meeting with NCHA and David Wilson Homes to establish what the criteria will be and to ascertain whether the affordable housing will be kept for perpetuity and that the homes will be for people with connections to Sutton Bonington and for those in housing need.  All applications will be assessed by Home Buy who are agents for the East Midlands people on the waiting list will be contacted. Affordable homes are assessed on people’s income (ie what percentage they will own) with the price being fixed on a market value. Concern was expressed that eventually the village could only end up with 6 rented and the 2 home buys will end up being over the affordable limit as time goes on. The rent is calculated by government banding, which the housing association is bound to use





Exception Sites.


The Housing Needs Survey recently carried out identified the need for 9 affordable homes in Sutton Bonington and concern was raised that under the Rectory Scheme the village could only end up with 6. Rushcliffe Borough Council have already received approx 15 applications from people with connections in the village following their recent publicity in the Rushcliffe Reports. As there has been additional need identified in the Housing Needs Survey Eastern Shires Housing (in partnership with Rushcliffe Borough Council) are now looking at Exception Sites in the village have identified College Road and Park Lane, with College Road being the preferred option. RBC planning department feel that this site is too far out of the village. D. Franklin declared an interest at this point. It was felt by the Parish Council that the College Road was actually close the village centre if you took the shop, church and public house into account. It was thought that the site would contain 3 bungalows (1 with wheelchair access) and 3 x 2 bedroomed houses. Concern was expressed that Marle Pit Hill may be an issue for wheelchair users 


Exception sites are considered ideal due to the land values being low and would be expected to only receive a little more than the agricultural value. The owners of the College Road site would like to sell the whole site where 15 properties could be sited. It may be an option for RBC to purchase the land and build 6 properties as identified as a need and then sit on the land until more affordable housing is identified.


Resolved.


The Parish Council are to write a letter of support for the College Road site – Rushcliffe Borough Council are to contact the owners to see if they are still interested in selling the land and then it will be taken forward to the planners. Should the proposal be given the go ahead then work would begin almost immediately.

      Statement.


Bus services in Sutton Bonington including the Sunday Service- Nottinghamshire Transport services are currently reviewing the provision of bus services in south Nottinghamshire in particular the role of service 65 and the wider use of services from the villages to Harry Carlton. The aim of the review is to achieve a better value and greater efficiency without reducing the current services. They anticipate any new services will be in place by Easter 2009 and comments submitted by the Parish Council will be passed onto the review team. With regards to the New Parkway Station it is hoped that this will be served commercially between Nottingham and Kegworth and that links to the villages in this area will be serviced by the revised service 65. They do however stress a note of caution with regards to any service supported by NCC due to the Council’s budget for support of tendered bus services being reduced. During the past 12 months and budgetary pressures mean that a further reduction over the next three years cannot be ruled out. – To request confirmation that they are aware of the planning conditions attached to the Parkway Station planning approval.

Tree Planting scheme – to request a copy of the Tree Protection Scheme as approved by RBC, as there appears to be some trees that are currently not protected when the building work has begun. To request confirmation that the felling of the Cedar tree was legally approved. Letter to RBC


Management committee – further like to know how the management committee be constituted to ensure the protection of the trees and other matters. Letter to RBC


To request confirmation that there will be no windows overlooking 66/68 Main Street in the property of the house on the right hand side of the entrance. Letter to RBC


Section 106 - further to investigations carried out by Borough Councillor Holt it was reported that:


Healthcare - this has been completed on a statutory formula on healthcare in the village and is only done to increase the patronage of the existing healthcare facilities due to the increased demand, discussions are to take place with Dr Patel/.There was concern that monies donated for transport under the Section 106 agreement may be used by NCC to widen a section of Main St footpath. It was felt that the monies available should be held towards a future SVBus replacement.


Letter to RBC requesting how the formula works and who is responsible for any decisions regarding Section 106 monies, who is eligible for donations under Section 106. To request a response to our letter dated May 7th 2008.


The Primary Care Trust have not been consulted on the proposed increase in population at the college with regard to any Section 106 money in connection with the new student accommodation. If money is not spent then it goes back to the developer. Integrated transport
