08.25  Minutes.


The Minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on February 4th 2008 as circulated, were agreed and signed as a true record of the business transacted.  





08.26 Matters Arising.


Areas of the Navigation Dyke, which are within British Waterways ownership, are scheduled to be cleaned out - the Parish Council  are to be informed of the commencement date.


Brake Brothers are continuing to use Landcroft Lane for deliveries, Nottingham University to speak directly to Brake Brothers.


RBC Cabinet have approved plans for glass recycling at Sutton Bonington and are to submit a full planning application for the installation of new sound deadened banks, which will ensure that full consultation will take place as part of the planning process. RBC will also hold discussions with the nearby trade establishments requesting that they do not use the recycling banks and will monitor the situation word with them and RBC would continue to monitor the situation. 


Concern was raised by Nottingham University over the security guards not being able to distinguish between student’s vehicles and members of the Bowls Club parking on the verge and would welcome our views. �Action


Letter informing the University that the Bowls Club and Tennis Club only play at weekends, when students are not in school and that the Parish Council do not consider that members of the two clubs will damage the verge/cause obstruction if only parking on the verge in dry conditions and when the car park is full.

A report was given on the recommendations submitted to the Planning & Development Committee – a copy is to be circulated to all councillors with comments being forwarded to the Clerk to enable a letter to be sent to RBC requesting clarification on issues raised. The following issues were highlighted.


How far is the hammerhead to be cut back and what safety features will be provided to prevent over shoot into garden of 11 St. Anne’s Lane.


In assessing the suitability of the disabled parking area, what consultation will be made with disability groups by Nottinghamshire County Council to confirm safety features fro disabled transfer from cars to wheelchairs.


How are we to confirm the performance of the drainage system in the event of no suitable surcharge conditions (period of low rainfall) of the site.


Tree planting scheme – how do you propose to replace any of the larger trees with similar size and species in the event of damage or mortality.


Parish Council should be consulted on any decisions regarding the wall/fence to be erected on the boundary of the site and St. Anne’s Lane taking into account that this is a Conservation Area.


Hipped roof at the rear of 9 St. Anne’s Lane is not shown on the plan.


Clarification on the responsibility of the Management Committee.


To raise concern that conditions for testing drainage before properties were occupied were impossible    to fill.


Confirmation that windows in Plot 32 will not be overlooking 66/68 Main Street.


To request details on who will be responsible for overseeing the Section 106 expenditure, how it will be allocated and how the decision was reached on what schemes the money should be spent on.





It was felt that due to the hard work of David Franklin, Tony Howse and the Parish Council certain improvements to the original application had been obtained.





/b. Kingston on Soar Eco Town 


Received minutes of the briefing seminar hosted by Banks Developments. 


Information received that there are 15 schemes about to be announced followed by a 3 month consultation period where the scheme will be brought down to 5 for immediate implementation and a further 5 for longer term. The reason that there will be 15 proposed schemes is that not all may pass the next stage and the Government do not want to end up with less than the original figure of 10. Whilst the Stoughton/Pennbury scheme is thought to be the favoured one for the region, there has been intense opposition from the Borough, County Council and MPs, the site may also have some concerns with having a number of different owners and delivery may not be straight forward. There have been a lot of discussions between the FCLG, the promoters and local authorities in many of the schemes but he understands that little discussion has been going on about Kingston. It is anticipated that amongst the 15 short listed sites there will be a number of controversial sites, which may be included because of either their political locations, the limited responses from the local authorities or due to their deliverabity. Kingston could well be one of the short-listed sites.

            /1 Highway Matters: 





/a. NCC Report:


Request submitted to NCC, copy to Lyn Sykes, to reconsider their decision not to allow the University to fund capital and maintenance costs of the proposed new crossing on College Road – NCC state that their private funding policy only allows external funding for a proposal that would meet NCC’s criteria (a scheme that NCC would implement but couldn't prioritise for funding.) With regard to pedestrian crossings an average of 100 pedestrians crossing per hour with two way traffic flows of 1000 per hour would need to be achieved for a zebra crossing to be considered appropriate. NCC have suggested that a survey be carried out when the Veterinary School is fully up and running.


Melton Lane – the Accident Investigation Unit has looked at the site in detail and cannot find any problem with the bend or the surface of the road. The NCC maintenance team will re-instate the center and outer lining


The barrier on the A6006 is scheduled for repair.


Concern has been raised re the flow of the dyke at the rear of Charnwood Fields and the possibility that there may be a blockage, which is causing problems in the dyke. Concern was also raised re the ability of a 6” pipe, set in the field opposite Charnwood Fields, to cope with the flow of the water coming from the dyke. A tree is also laying across the dyke, which may be contributing to the problems.


Action.


NCC to be contacted re the pipe and RBC to be contacted to problems relating to the dyke. 


Landcroft Lane – NCC are to issue a final letter instructing the resident concerned to carry out remedial works on the curbing and to remove any signage and planting from the highway. Should the works not be carried out a Notice will be issued giving a time period (usually 2 weeks) for the works to be completed, after this period NCC operations staff will be instructed to remove all unauthorised items from the highway. The drainage channel has been inspected and is currently not considered as being dangerous – the situation will be monitored with action being taken should it become a danger to road users.
