Presentation from Lewis Hickey Ltd


After the presentation in January Lewis Hickey have taken into account comments made by the Parish Council and Nottingham University and have revised the scheme as a result. The new scheme will be less dense and will consist of a three storey block fronting the site and a four storey block at the rear following the orientation of the land. An amenity space will be provided and there will be a landscaped buffer zone with trees being increased to the front to provide a natural screen. It is intended that Phase 1 and 2 will balance and will signify the start and end of the campus with the same materials being used. The proposed scheme is to be put forward to the Management Board for approval with a view to work being completed in September 2009.


The following points were raised by the Parish Council.


Concern was raised that the building line relates to the semi-detached properties and not the college. Should the line of the college be used then 50% of the building land would have been lost. It was suggested by the Council that if the scheme was set back 10metres then it would blend in better. Lewis Hickey were concerned that this proposal would be lost from the amenity space. It was decided that an improved tree screening scheme be investigated.


The use of zinc on the top level was questioned and it was felt that a darker material should be used to help mask the height. 


It was agreed that construction traffic would not access the site via Marle Pit Hill or Landcroft Lane.


Future proposed planning schemes:


Everton House to be internally refurbished to provide 17/18 bedrooms with an external staircase.


Funding had become available for a further 2 new buildings one between the Veterinary school and Bio-science building, this would be a teaching block and offices and a Bio-energy/micro-brewery between the laboratory sciences building and incinerator.


College Road pedestrian crossing – Nottingham University have offered to fund the scheme and also to maintain it but NCC refuse to give permission due to lack of traffic movements along College Road. Parish Council to discuss issue with NCC.


New Sport centre complete.


The old sports hall will remain and is to be used for storage.


Nottingham University have no interest in dealing with Banks Development over the Eco-town of proposed new road, which would cut through the University grounds and if the proposal goes through to the second stage would consider opposing it. There is no potential for businesses on the Sutton Bonington Campus site.

08.14 Matters Arising.


Following concerns raised re students parking on Landcroft Lane, the University have erected 4 ‘No Parking’ signs on Landcroft Lane and are issuing notices to cars parked on Landcroft Lane informing them that disciplinary action will be taken if they continue to park on the Lane. An agreement has been reached with the Tennis Club for students to park outside the club during the day, which is causing blockage to the Tennis Club access. An incident did occur between a coach driver and resident, which has been dealt with by the coach company concerned. The Parish Council expressed concern that the area being used belongs to NCC highways and not the Tennis Club. It was also felt that if there are 49 vacant parking spaces in the campus then these should be used and not the public highway or Tennis Club car park.

/b. Kingston on Soar Eco Town 


A consultation event was held on 31.01.08 at Loughborough University hosted by Banks Developments, unfortunately Sutton Bonington Parish Council was omitted from the guest list – apologies have been received from Banks Developments. J. Barton did however attend the meeting, which he considered to be reasonably well attended by local villages and representatives from the local authorities and agencies. A report from T. Barton was circulated.


The following responses to our objections were reported:


 RBC – Susan Harley –pointing out that this is a government initiative and the prospectus can be viewed on www.communities.gov.uk/documents/hoiusing/pdf/eco-towns. RBC have informed the proposed developers that there is no allocation for residential development in the area submitted. At present RBC have not been officially consulted on the submission. KOS have received a letter supporting their objections from RBC.


NCC – say that any proposals for Eco-towns in Nottinghamshire will need to be considered inline with the East Midlands Regional Spatial Strategy and Local Development Frameworks. Should the proposal go through to the next stage then all interested parties would be given  an opportunity to express their views.


K. Clarke MP shares our views on opposing the proposed development and has written to the Minister for Housing outlining his objections. He concludes that if Kingston was chosen for serious consideration then it will be necessary to mount a large campaign against the proposals.


Letter of thanks from Dr Alwitry KOS for the support shown by Sutton Bonington. The action group felt that communication had been a problem in the first stage of the fight and has suggested that the Village News distribution network be used to help overcome this problem.


The Parish Council have been alerted to the possibility of a new road cutting through Sutton Bonington if the scheme goes ahead. Letters of objection have been sent.

            /1 Highway Matters: 


/a. NCC Report:


 Further vehicle accidents on Melton Lane were reported to NCC following our report of 4 write off accidents in 6 weeks.. The Accident Investigation Unit have confirmed that on 24.11.07 there was a slight injury accident outside 78 Melton Lane but no other accidents have been reported to the AIU. 


Sutton Bonington Hall wall – NCC inspector has visited the site and reports that whilst the wall is not in the best condition with much of the brick facing having crumbled away he considers it to be structurally sound. The situation will be monitored on highway safety grounds. Paul Tipple – Structural Engineers at RBC is aware of the issue and confirms that the wall is structurally sound and will be monitored regularly.


Grit box has been put on Marle Pit Hill.


/b. M1 Ramp Metering will be installed on the northbound entry slip road at junctions 24,28 & 29 and on the southbound entry slip road at junctions 25 & 29. The scheme will reduce congestion and improve traffic flows. Work will be completed by spring 2008.

Proposed development between Clifton and Gotham – The government inspector has recommended that land to the north, east and south of Nottingham should loose it’s green belt status and only a modest gap to the west between Nottingham and Derby should be kept. He also recommended that local authorities should review housing land availability and endorse proposals originating from NCC for a 20% growth in housing to be achieved by urban extensions. A new study to be completed by March 2008 will recommend locations for urban extensions from a list of 22 possible sites.
