/3 Other Planning Issues.

/a. Rectory Site: 

Two compIaints were received regarding work taking place at the Rectory over the weekend 28th & 29th April. The Environmental Health were informed and after investigations were satisfied that this was domestic work being carried out and no further action will be taken.







Derek Clowes RBC to be contacted requesting confirmation that the conditions attached to the Rectory site planning approval have been discharged and the date that they were discharged. These conditions are a legal requirement and if they are not discharged then the planning application is not officially approved.

Concern was expressed regarding information that Barrett Homes are selling David Wilson Homes, which may affect the completion of the site. If this is the case would the Section 106 monies still be paid.  Concern was also felt that if only one property was built and then the site was abandoned where would this leave the access conditions to the church. 

Circulated response from Derek Clowes to our letter raising concerns over the conditions on the planning approval. It was decided to defer discussion until the next Parish Council meeting – all residents on St. Anne’s Lane, Main Street and the PCC are to be sent copies of the Parish Council letter and RBC’s reply and to invite comments for an input into the Parish Council’s reply.

 /b. Landcroft Lane 

Copies of emails received from residents on Landcroft Lane and RBC were reported. Work has continued on the site with a fence being erected and the domestic curtilage being extended into the agricultural curtilage, tarmacing has taken place and a brick apron built under the mobile home. NCC have been contacted by RBC regarding the unauthorized access.  Appeal documents have been received from the applicant and RBC are currently waiting for the Planning Inspectorate to validate the application. Derek Clowes has held discussions whether it would be expedient for the Council to commence enforcement proceedings against the unauthorized encampment and to seek legal clarification on the boundary fence with the Council’s legal service manager - it has been resolved to institute enforcement proceedings. However they say this could well be a lengthy process as it entails the service of a Planning Contravention Notice before any Enforcement Notices are issues. The latter will also incorporate time periods within which the applicant has to comply. There is also a legal right of appeal against the Enforcement Notices. 



Soar Lane 

NCC have been contacted regarding the agricultural vehicles parked on the lane - they have been out to have a look and say it is not highway land and that they only have interests to the first bridge on Soar Lane – it has now been passed to the Parish Paths department as it is classed as a Byeway. It was felt that the owner of the land is responsible for the tidiness of the land.

Action.

To contact Parish Paths Department and request confirmation of the legal width of a Byeway and to clarify who is the owner of Soar Lane.

NCC to also be contacted and to ask why they spent money on purchasing planings for the bottom of Soar Lane if they did not own that section.



Park Lane – copied and circulated Design & Access statement re proposed development at Park Lane Farm and accompanying letter from Mr P Tyers.

Action

The Parish Council feel that there is insufficient information and are unable to make any comments until more information is received. Letter to Mr Tyers with copy to RBC.



Removal of Holly Tree at 66 Main Street, Sutton Bonington - RBC do not intend to make a Tree Preservation order in this instance.

/4  RBC Items. 

/a.  Glass Recycling Forum –RBC are looking at introducing micro sites, which consist of 5 wheelie type bins inside a metal box with four slots in for glass recycling – these will be emptied on a regular basis by a small transit type van. Locations can be verges, private landowners, Parish Councils etc. Further consultation will come out later in the year. With regard to main recycling sites RBC are looking to pay the landowners where the site is on privately owned land with a condition that 50% goes back into a community group. 

Commercial enterprises will not be allowed to use the recycling site at Sutton Bonington and steps will be taken to give the local commercial premises their own smaller glass banks.

It was felt that the wire netting would need to be erected in such a way that the hedge can be easily maintained.

/b. Reported response to our complaint regarding the Ryanair training aircraft. The letter from EMA stated that the aircraft was flying at an altitude of approximately 1100 feet at the time. It went onto say that in order to minimise the potential intrusion that training  aircraft can cause the airport imposes a number of control measures including ‘ A minimum circuit height of 2,000 feet’.

Action

Letter to EMA pointing out that as the aircraft was already at 1100 ft they cannot join the flightpath at that altitude and to point out the discrepancy in their letter where they conclude that all their instructions applied.

 08.63 Annual Parish Meeting

Minutes of the Annual Parish Meeting held Thursday April 26, 2007 were reported and a copy bound with the Parish Council Minutes 



Actions identified:

A request was made for the Parish Council to make a strenuous attempt to get a sensible frequent bus service in the village so that facilities to enable residents to travel to the medical centre, secondary school and shops which are out of reach on the present bus service. It was pointed out that the Soar Valley Bus takes residents to East Leake. It was also suggested that attempts should be made to restore the Sunday service. It was pointed out that 15 yrs ago NCC felt that Sutton Bonington was over-bused.

Action.

To request NCC to carry out investigations regarding reinstating a Sunday Service and to request a link service to East Leake.  



Section 106 development – monies will be donated to the following schemes

£20,000  for the supply of teenage play equipment 

£30,000 being bid for by the Health Authority which needs to be determined where that will be spent in the community 

£30,000 on transport – it was hoped that this will be used for SVBus when it needs replacing and not for the footpath widening scheme on Main Street that is included in the planning application.

Action

Parish Council to ask what schemes the transport and Health Authority are proposing to use the Section 106 funding on and who is responsible for the final decision.  Investigations are to be conducted as to who decides how the money is allocated and to what schemes. It was felt that the parish Council should have been consulted.



Request was made for 30mph signs to be erected through the village. It was felt that this would not be a viable option.
