Presentation from Lewis Hickey Ltd


Phase 1 of the University development is now complete and considered very successful, phase 2 of the project will be on the north side of the campus and is at the early consultation stage. This phase will consist of approx. 220 student flats, which will include a small number of tutor flats. Phase 1 was a modern architectural building, which drew on local materials, it is believed that the buildings fitted successfully into the village and campus.  Phase 2 will be an urban design and will not project infront of existing building line, all existing trees and hedgerows will be kept. The new phase will consist of three buildings with pedestrian routs from main body of the campus being fed in through the middle of the blocks as opposed to access via College Road. The vehicular routes will be the same as currently is with the exit only onto College Road. It is intended that the buildings will slope from College Road, Block C is to be a three storey building with Blocks A & B being 4 storey. Each block will consist of 50-60 bedrooms with ensuite facilities, a communal kitchen,  a common room facility and 2 terraced areas. There will be 14 car parking spaces, which includes visitor, staff and disabled parking. The materials used will be the same as Phase 1 and it was felt important that the relationship to the existing properties re ridge heights be maintained and that the urban design was kept.


Lewis Hickey Ltd are to feed back the following concerns which were raised.


Concern was expressed by the Parish Council that this facility was inadequate and discussions need to take place with the University regarding their policy on students bringing their cars onto campus. Problems are already being experienced on Landcroft Lane as a result of inadequate parking facilities on Phase 1. It was suggested that this issue be resolved before the scheme commences. 


The Parish Council felt that the architects were mistaken in thinking that the area was an urban and not a rural area and that the height of the three/four storey buildings would be totally out of keeping next to the row of 2 storey semi-detached existing buildings.


An assurance was sought that no construction vehicles would access the site via Marle Pit Hill /Landcroft Lane taking into account the weight restriction on Marle Pit Hill, the problems already being experienced outside the Primary School and the Quiet Lane status of Landcroft Lane.


It was felt that the proposal was extremely dense and harsh and that not as much sensitivity had been put into the scheme as Phase 1 and that 220 bedrooms was far too dense for such a small site.

/3 Other Planning Issues.


/a. Rectory Site: 


RBC has confirmed that the Conservation Area Appraisal is not scheduled to be prepared until January-September 2008.


With regard to our concern over not receiving a copy of the English Heritage correspondence RBC have stated that there is no requirement for them to supply copies of correspondence connected to the planning application either to the Parish Council or consultees but pointed out that when asked to supply copies of relevant letters they were despatched as rapidly as possible. 


Reported letter from Susan Harley, RBC to T.W. Holt concerning drainage issues, houses at the rear of the site, levels and the timing of the decision. Copy held on file. Following receipt of this letter discussion were held with T. Howse and D. Franklin and a response formulated, which was circulated and a copy held on file.

/b. College Road -  .D. Franklin declared an interest.


A parcel of land approx 2-3 acres on College Road may becoming available for development in the very near future and the Parish Council were asked to consider what development they would like to see on the site. It was proposed that the road through the site could feed traffic into the Marle Pit Hill cemetery solving the problem of vehicles parking on Marle Pit Hill when visitng the cemetery.  Two possible suggestions put forward by the architect for consideration were 


site for a new village hall and social housing – the site would provide good parking and the new hall would be well seen from the road. Concern was expressed re the walking distance from the village to the hall – this would have to be balanced against the long term cost of maintaining the old hall. It was pointed out that any decisions regarding the old village hall was for the trustees and that the old hall should not form part of the plans..


site for possible carbon neutral housing – Concern was expressed that the development would be out of the village boundary and could be seen as setting a precedent.





/c. Kingston on Soar Eco Town – Minutes of the meeting held 18.12.07 circulated and a copy bound with the minutes. A proposed letter of objection, based on the points raised at the meeting, was circulated and approved. D. Smith to be contacted with regard to the flyer being distributed to all residents.

/a. NCC Report:


Fisherman’s car park in Zouch – three quotations are currently being sought for the replacement of the safety barrier a timescale for work to be completed will then be set.


NCC has confirmed that the Station Road footpath is scheduled for work to commence during 2008/9 programme.


 Vehicle accidents on Melton Lane were reported to NCC. The Accident Investigation Unit have reported that since 01/01/04 – 31/08/07 there has only been 1 recorded injury accident on Melton Lane and that funding for highway improvements has to be prioritized on accident reduction and therefore the AIU look at patterns of similar reported accidents on the highway to see how areas can be improved.

County Councillor Sykes has written to say that there is EDI funding available to community groups – article to be placed in the Village News.


Sutton Bonington Hall wall – NCC inspector has visited the site and reports that whilst the wall is not in the best condition with much of the brick facing having crumbled away he considers it to be structurally sound. The situation will be monitored but it is felt that it doesn’t affect the highway at present.

08.12 Matters of Report.


Hungary Lane allotments 3 & 5 – request to allow livestock to graze down the overgrown allotment, which will then allow the garden to be organically cultivated – agreed.
