/a. Rectory Site: 

Letter sent to D. Clowes, as agreed at the last Council meeting. Response to be chased.  



OFWAT have responded to our letter sent March 2008 and say that ‘under Section 94 of the Water Industry Act 1991 OFWAT have a duty to investigate allegations that a company is in breach of its duty to cleanse and maintain its sewers and ensure effectual drainage in its area. They cannot however consider complaints that a company may be in breach of their duty sometime in the future.’ They therefore only recommend that our concerns are put to the local planning office for consideration.



Affordable Housing – Marie Wilson from Eastern Shires Housing Association is meeting with David Wilson homes to discuss affordable housing on the Rectory site and has offered to attend a Council meeting to explain what type of housing will be on the site and how it will be managed. 

Action.

Invite Ms Wilson to the June PC meeting.



Trees on Rectory site have been felled, which include a black poplar, chestnut and lime tree. RBC tree officer has been out and confirmed that the work carried out was in line with the planning approval. A request submitted to RBC for clarification on plans for the Cedar tree.

 



/b. Kingston on Soar Eco Town  - An eco-town proposal was submitted for Kingston-on-Soar, to the south of Nottingham. In response to representations from Rushcliffe Borough Council, this site is not to be pursued. However, the Government is proposing to carry out a further review in partnership with the council to consider whether there is a suitable alternative location with the potential to be viable within the Rushcliffe local authority area. 



Letter received from Ken Clarke re the Eco Town stating that Hazel Blears has not formally abandoned the prospect of building an eco-town between Gotham and West Leake. However in his opinion, she has for all practical purposes abandoned it and it is almost inconceivable that she or any successor will try and revive it again.



/d. Soar Lane  

Mr Timms is to appeal against RBC’s decision to refuse him permission to vary the condition on his planning application to have the building blue instead of the agreed green.

Reported the dumping of building waste/rubble in a field on Soar Lane– RBC are to contact the landowners direct.

A complaint has been sent to RBC re the agricultural vehicles being left in Soar Lane – RBC to investigate.

Rubber tyres have been dumped by FP7 – RBC are looking into land ownership and will then be issuing a notice for removal.

85 Park Lane – following concerns raised RBC enforcement officer has visited the property and has confirmed that the bricks and roof tiles used have been approved.

/a. Review of Residential Care Homes for Older People – following the three month consultation on NCC’s proposal to close 8 care homes it was agreed by the NCC that an alternative approach be recommended to the full council. The alternative option involves:

The development in partnership of 160 extra care housing places across the county.

To look at working with both the District and Borough Councils in the development of further schemes.

A 60 bedded new build to be located in Ashfield/Mansfield area

The closure of 5 residential care homes

Further review of the need for local authority residential care in the Retford area – during this time St. Michael’s View will remain open.

Closures will be phased over a 5 year period when modern alternatives are available in a similar location.

Current day services and also respite support services will also continue to be provided.

08.44  Pavilion & Playing Field

/a.  Report

Two lamps in the playing field car park have been reported not working – NCC have visited the site and carried out repair works.

Work has been completed on the garage ie ivy cut down, small piece of hedge cut and layed and the down pipe replaced.

Sutton Bonington Cricket Club have raised concerns that wire fencing along the boundary hedge line has been removed and have requested that the wire fencing be replaced to prevent the cricket balls going into the ditch and undergrowth.

Guards been ripped off the newly planted whips and are to be replaced.

Left hand side 

 2 windows need new putty – handyman.

 Disabled toilet doorframe (bottom RHS) and threshold strip needs repairing.



Front Elevation.

LH window glass needs replacing.

Double doors require replacing including the door frame.



Right hand side.

Door and frame into the pavilion requires replacing. 

Kitchen door and frame requires replacing.

Changing room door frame requires a small repair.

2 changing rooms windows requires painting and one needs putty repair.



Rear Elevation.

Two rear windows - one requires putty repair.

Resolved.

Windows/doors be replaced in UPVC

Three quotations to be obtained in two sections 1) for work which needs carrying out immediately and 2) a quotation for the replacement of all doors and windows.

Grants to cover the expenditure to be explored.

/a. AARPC  - Reported response from EMA regarding our request for the AARPC to have a seat on the Environment Committee, in total 14 letters from Parish Councils were received requesting that the AARPC be given a seat on the Environment Committee. The matter was reported and debated at the meeting of the ICC on 29.02.08, a vote was taken with the following result 7 members voted for and 25 against there the motion was rejected.

Concern was raised due to no contact from the AARPC.

/b. Complaint was forwarded to EMA regarding a Ryan Air training flight which flew over Landcroft Lane at 10am on the 18th of March.
