Presentation from Richard Wiggington – Capital Projects Officer


Draft Master Plan – this document will set out the future of the Sutton Bonington campus showing the proposed development of the site over the next 20-30 years. The proposal is currently being debated at the management board and has not yet been formally adopted. The principle is to formally enhance the identity of the campus with a proposed boulevard connecting the academic buildings to student accommodation and the existing animal buildings, by way of a tree lined avenue to encourage pedestrians and discourage non essential traffic movements. It is proposed to demolish the existing dining hall and a number of existing old buildings ie bar extension etc. Car parking will be improved pushing it to the left of the campus so that students/staff will not need to drive through the campus, visitor parking will be to the right. No new buildings will be over three stories, work will go ahead on the buildings currently with planning permission. It is thought that the plan will increase security especially should there be an outbreak of foot and mouth etc. In summary the debate will focus on the adoption of the Master Plan, which is based around the two new buildings and then the subsequent development, which will be centered around the boulevard. Any future development will be to the north of the University. The planned expansions have no link to the proposed Eco-Town the aim of the University is to make it a world class campus.





It is proposed to replace the existing Maples Building, which is adjacent to the South Laboratory. This building is a single storey and is in poor condition, it is proposed to replace it with another single storey building approx. a third of the original size. This building will be in the heart of the campus and surrounded by other major existing buildings.





Wind Turbine to be installed to the east of the University. The turbine will be 15metres high to the hub with a 5.74 metre diameter blade. It is not being installed to generate electricity but purely as a research tool. This means that the composite team will make new blades on a regular basis. No plans have yet been submitted and the proposals have been submitted to EMA for consultation. It is hoped that the project will move forward in the summer. Mr Wiggington was asked  if local people will be consulted and it was suggested that there may be a better site on campus for the siting of the wind turbine.





Residents Concerns Raised.


Concerns were raised regarding the narrowing of Main Street and the widening of the footpath on the Rectory development side. No leaflet drop was done to inform residents of the footpath work. When work began both footpaths were dug up at the same time with no alternative route being given, which resulted in one resident falling and breaking her finger. It was felt that if consultation had taken place residents would have been prepared. The situation on Main Street is considered extremely dangerous with lorries now going onto the smaller footpath to allow vehicles to pass, this presents a very dangerous situation for pedestrians. It was suggested that residents log the events and send a letter including a diary page to the Clerk, which will be then forwarded to NCC or to write direct to NCC who then have a duty to investigate.

Meeting arranged for 2nd February 2009 with Martin Green, CC Sykes, Ian Parker and representatives of the Parish Council to discuss the dangerous situation on Main Street as a result of the footpath widening on the south side. Due to weather conditions CC Sykes and Ian Parker did not attend. Martin Green refused to attend stating that he as has no intention of attending the meeting as the plans have been passed and nothing else will happen until after a stage three safety audit has been done and that he has nothing further to add. Following this response a letter of complaint has been sent to the Chief Executive at NCC. An investigation is being carried out by NCC.


Reported concerns raised by residents on the dangerous situation of Main Street following the footpath widening.  


Action.


Letter to be sent to the Chief Executive outlining the Parish Council serious concerns for pedestrian safety and outlining the problems being experienced for drivers. To also express concern re NCC’s total lack of communication re this issue.


Letter to the Health & Safety Executive to ask if there had been a method statement for safety purposes when work had taken place to widen the footpath and to request sight of the document.


To request that a Stage 3 Safety Audit is carried out immediately.





Drainage – RBC have responded to our concerns re the lack of an inspection chamber as identified on the plans (F8) and state that the connection between the two sewer runs does not necessitate,  a manhole in this location. NCC have informed the Parish Council that the developers should have applied to STWA to adopt and maybe improve drainage, whilst NCC accept that drainage is bad because there is not enough fall on the drains in extreme conditions it is the responsibility of STWA.
