A meeting was held on 12th February 2009 with R. Smith NCC, M. Green NCC, M. Blackburn NCC,

S. Moseley and D. Franklin in attendance. The Parish Council voiced their grave concerns re safety issues following the narrowing of Main Street by the Rectory site development and highlighted the dangerous situation that pedestrians now found themselves in and the problems being experienced by vehicles. 







The following was suggested by NCC:

Concerns would be addressed in the stage 3 Safety Audit, which would be carried out once work on the highway was completed. 

That the Parish Council submit a letter requesting the County Council to look at the transport management method through the village especially taking into account the problems being caused by the new development especially taking into account the school and playground (both being on the same side).To also request that a priority give and take scheme be considered using the Section 106 money currently highlighted for transport. 

Request Lyn Sykes to put pressure on NCC to implement a hazard management light scheme in the village. 

Action.

Letter to Mr M Burrows NCC Chief Executive, copy to County Councillor Sykes asking if NCC consider Main Street to be as safe as before work took place and to request that the Stage 3 Safety Audit is carried out as soon as possible with a copy forwarded to the Parish Council.

 

2) Lyn Sykes has put forward our suggestion from last month re using the section 106 money for a replacement SV Bus. 



3)  Response received from STWA re the new manhole cover at point F8 – STWA state that this was agreed in 2004 and that when work started on the site the developer came across an existing connection from the site to the sewer (possibly the original connection to the Rectory). To avoid excavating the highway it was agreed that this connection could be utilised thus doing away with the necessity of a new manhole, on the proviso that a new manhole be constructed as close as possible to the connection – F7. Access for maintenance will be achieved from either F7 or from the existing manholes on Main Street.



4) Concern expressed re NCC’s  lack of response to drainage issues on Main Street.



/b. Landcroft Lane. NCC are currently conducting a formal investigation re blocked paved accesses on Landcroft Lane. RBC to investigate possible breaches of planning approval.



/c. Marle Pit Hill –the bungalow has been demolished and building work has commenced without planning approval. RBC have issued a letter instructing all work to stop and for planning applications to be submitted for the demolition of the bungalow and the new building. A planning application for student flats was submitted and has now been withdrawn.
