As this is a new build we would suggest that a high quality brick should be used to match the surroundings.

/a. Rectory Site: 



Mark Blackburn Design team have responded to Lyn Sykes and have confirmed that DWH will be undertaking the carriageway works along Main Street during the 16th and 17th April under a road closure. DWH did not submit the application for a road closure until the New Year and the Statutory process for obtaining a road closure is 12 weeks. Following the completion of section 278 works along Main Street, NCC’s Accident Investigation Unit will be requested to conduct a Stage 3 Completion of Works Safety Audit. The audit cannot be undertaken until all the works are completed and the contractor has removed his traffic management.

Letter to NCC requesting

Would like to ask DWH what safety precautions they are taking when work commences and have they consulted local residents.

On what basis have NCC based the need to close the road, which is going to cut the village off. 

What consultation has been taken.

What will happen to the buses? 

No official notification of the road closure.

























Section 106 money for the SVBus – NCC have responded stating the aim of section 106 funding is to alleviate any negative impacts created by the development, for example, if the village centre started to suffer congestion as a result of additional car journeys from the new development, NCC would look to use the funding to encourage residents of the estate to travel by other means. This would depend on local circumstances but could, for example, involve a new pavement, or widening an existing one (if practical). It might be the provision of a cycle route or a new bus shelter to encourage trips by bus. The fundamental point is that the money needs to be spent on things that reduce the impact of the development. If the new development was an elderly residents' sheltered accommodation complex, and the local community transport group had seen a huge increase in requests for transport such that they were struggling to meet their other commitments, then NCC could consider a new vehicle for them. But Rushcliffe BC aren't likely to approve a request to fund a project that has no relevance to the development from which the funding has come. �Resolved

Proposed F. Clarke seconded D. Franklin

To submit an application for Section 106 money to be used for a priority give and take scheme, taking into account the above explanation. To request NCC to consult with the Parish Council and parishioners on the preliminary design work.

It was reported that at 8.45am on 01.04.09 a resident was walking on the narrow section of footpath when a bus came past with a car passing in the opposite direction and the buses wing mirror just missed the residents head by a couple of inches. – Incident to be reported to NCC.



/b. Landcroft Lane. 

Concerns have been raised with RBC Enforcement Officer re gravel deposited in a field at the rear of a residential property on Landcroft Lane – following discussion the gravel has been removed.

Concerns re the burning of waste materials at the rear of a residential property have been forwarded to the Environmental Health dept and to the Enforcement Officer at RBC.

RBC Enforcement Officer has visited a site on Landcroft Lane where a hardcore road layout, edged with sleepers, has been laid out – the resident concerned has been told to cease all work and submit a planning application.

An ‘Untidy Notice’ has been issued to remove all building matter, tarmac, rubble etc from the field at the rear of a property on Landcroft Lane.



/c. Marle Pit Hill – the Nottingham University have confirmed that no communication, negotiation or agreement between Mr Peacock and the University regarding any potential student accommodation in Sutton Bonington. �

/d. The Studio, Station Road – Appeal dismissed and the enforcement notice was upheld with corrections and variations.



/e. Soar Lane – RBC are to follow up, with a view to issuing an enforcement notice, the changing of the colour on the barn from blue to green.
