Concerns were raised, by Mr & Mrs Faulkner of 11 The Paddocks re planning application 03.09. It was felt that a two storey building would have a dramatic impact on their property by blocking some light to their property. It was felt that the proposal was out of keeping for the area and a bungalow would be more appropriate.



Inspector Haywood.attended the meeting to discuss issues relating to recent activities in Landcroft Lane. He apologised for the lack of contact with a resident as promised at the meeting held in October, Inspector Haywood said that the issue is in hand and a visit will be made as soon as possible.



A 30% increase in crime in the Soar Valley Area, was reported, which was mainly shed breakins, burglary, auto crime and was mostly around the University. Inspector Haywood was confident that the gypsy families were not responsible and he would like to allay peoples fear and requested that the Parish Council take on some responsibility for passing on this message.



In relation to recent incidents it was quite clear that Mr Connors had been a victim – no detections have been made.



In relation to the car chase this had been a police driving training excise – concern was expressed that a Quiet Lane, which promotes walking, horse riding and cycling, should not be used for such activities. Inspector Haywood was to request that no further training excises take place on Landcroft Lane.



Police were called to Landcroft Lane re a neighbour dispute, which has now been dealt with. Whilst Inspector Haywood is conscious of peoples concerns in Landcroft Lane as a Police Commander he is required to deal with the Community as a whole.

/3 Other Planning Issues.

/a. Rectory Site: 

Section 106 - Teenage exercise equipment - The section 106 contribution is due to be paid prior to the occupation of any dwelling on the new development.       

Affordable Housing – RBC’s response to concerns raised at the last meeting - The Section 106 states that two of the eight affordable homes on the Rectory site should comprise of shared ownership accommodation but it does not state that it should be up to 80%. Unless the S106 states that restrictions apply to the shares purchased in the property to remain in perpetuity RBC have no legal leverage to insist that this occurs. RBC are to continue to liaise with Spirita  who are currently looking at ensuring that the ownership can not go higher than 80%.

Main Street – NCC are now only going to widen only one side of the footpath to improve visibility splays they feel that to widen both sides of the footpath would have made Main Street too narrow – the Parish Council were not informed of their decision.  At a previous meeting between NCC, CC Sykes and representatives of the Parish Council it was agreed that the section of footpath between the playing field and public house would also be widened by 8”, which would have allowed people with pushchairs, wheelchairs etc to use this section of footpath safely especially taking into account the close proximity of the children’s playground. This section of footpath is the most dangerous section of footpath in the village and part of the planning permission given was to make improvements on Main Street.  NCC considered that Main Street was not busy enough to warrant priority markings even though there will be another 30 houses on Main Street and 7 on Pasture Lane. It was felt that the only solution to the pedestrian concerns was to install a chicane, which would slow the traffic down to allow pedestrians to safely walk along the footpath.

Flooding – Martin Green NCC states that he is unaware of any problems with the highway drains, even though attempts to rod out the drains 4 years ago failed. The Parish Council expected the drainage works to be carried out as part of this planning application, Mr Green was also unaware that David Wilson Homes have completed a camera survey on this section of road..

Manhole cover – no has cover yet been provided at the spot F8 as indicated on the planning application. A covering letter from RPS Planning & Development Ltd acting on behalf of David Wilson Homes dated  05.09.07 states that  ‘ The proposed scheme indicates a manhole at the point of connection’. This has not been constructed when the connection was made under the ’15 homes’ scheme. This cover would provide access for inspection and maintenance and facilitates the joinin in of the new foul water discharge into the Main Sewer.

/b. Landcroft Lane.

Minutes of a meeting held at Rushcliffe Borough Council were circulated and discussed, a copy bound with the minutes. Further meetings to be attended by T.W. Holt  (representing the residents of Landcroft Lane) and D. Franklin.

Conditions re planning application 07/01956/ful have been submitted. RBC to conduct a site visit to approve the bricks for the utility building. No decision has yet been made on the driveway entrance.

A complaint has been received regarding a BT telegraph pole, which has been erected in the verge approx half a metre from the road. The Parish Council have contacted BT who acknowledge Mr Gee’s letter of complaint a response will be sent directly to Mr Gee.



/c. Nottingham University – we have again had problems with construction traffic coming through the village – we now have a contact person and any vehicles registration numbers or company names can be reported. We have requested that there is a no construction traffic sign put at the junction of the A6006 and Park Lane so that lorries can see it before they turn into the village.



/d. Pasture Lane

The developers Sharp Properties Ltd have requested the postal address ‘Sharpe View’ for the new development.

Station Road - The scheme cost £136,000. Concern was expressed re the incline of the footpath at the first bend. E.M. Raven to check.

Main Street double yellow lines – NCC are reviewing their policy relating to the implementation of new restrictions such as single and double yellow lines and as such are compiling a list of sites for consideration and Main Street has been added to the list.

Marle Pit Hill – reported on 05.12.08 water pouring down the hill – NCC were informed and repairs were carried out on the 06.12.08 by the appropriate agency.
